MIDWEST STUDENT EXCHANGE

The Midwest Student Exchange is an interstate initiative established to increase educational opportunities for students in member states. The program enables student from Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, and North Dakota to enroll in designated institutions and programs at reduced tuition rates outside their home state. The program includes: 
*reduced out-of-state tuition rates at designated community, technical, and public colleges and universities participating in the program
*at least 10 percent off the tuition at designated private colleges and universities participating in the program.

COLLEGE CREDIT BY EXAM

Colleges and universities often offer credit by examination or credit based on previously achieved test scores or course work. Students who believe they may be eligible for one or more of these options should discuss with the college you plan to attend. These options save eligible students time and money. Credit by exam includes CLEP--College Level Examination Program and departmental exams offered by the college. CLEP exams allow students to receive credit for what they already know. CLEP exams are available in many subject areas. Cost per exam is $50 compared to the cost of tuition. For more information about CLEP-visit the website. Retroactive credit is most commonly awarded for foreign language and/or math courses. Credit may be awarded for AP exam scores and for exceptional ACT scores.
